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RESTATED ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
To be prepared and filed in accordance with Section 9.8 of the Business Corporation Act
By filing Restated Articles of Incorporation, a Liberian corporation may integrate amendments already made to its Articles of Incorporation into one document.  This procedure applies to amendments made by earlier filing(s) of the Articles of Amendment, and to amendments made by mergers and consolidations, that were duly executed and filed in accordance with Chapter 10 of the Business Corporation Act. The Restated Articles of Incorporation will integrate amendments that have already been filed, and all of the amendments to the Articles of Incorporation that are currently in effect, into one document. 
The Restated Articles of Incorporation will take effect only when they have been filed with the Minister of Foreign Affairs as Registrar.  The Restated Articles of Incorporation are held in the public Registry together with the original Articles of Incorporation, and all of the Articles of Amendments that were previously filed.
A copy of the Restated Articles of Incorporation, which has been duly filed with the Registrar of Corporations, is presumed, unless otherwise shown, to be the true and complete Articles of Incorporation of the Corporation as in effect on the date on which the Restated Articles of Incorporation are filed.

The decision to restate the Articles of Incorporation by integrating previously filed amendments can be made at any time.  The filing of Restated Articles does not require a resolution of the shareholders; however, it can be resolved by the Board of Directors of the Corporation, either at a meeting or by circulation of a resolution.  
Please specify if the filed document to be returned to the Corporation should have an Apostille attached to it.  There is no charge for this, but it must be requested at the time that the Restated Articles of Incorporation are filed.

A model form of the Restated Articles of Incorporation is attached.  A courtesy preclearance of draft documents can be provided if you email your draft to corporate@liscr.com. 
Documents and payment (or a copy of the payment confirmation) shall be submitted to any LISCR office.

· To be acknowledged before a notary, and then, authenticated by a Liberian consul or a consular official of any country that has diplomatic relations with Liberia.  An Apostille is also an acceptable form of authentication, or

· To be acknowledged before and legalized by a Liberian Consul, or a Deputy Commissioner of Maritime Affairs, or a consular official of any country that has diplomatic relations with Liberia.  
FEES: 

· The filing fee is US$150. The fee is due at the time of filing.  
· All outstanding invoices on the account of the corporation must be paid prior to the filing of the Restated Articles of Incorporation.
